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Worse was to follow, however, when the Roman commander Lucius Mummius in the
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A brighter period returned to the city when Julius Caesar, in 44 B.C., reestablished
Corinth as a Roman colony. The new Corinth flourished and became the administra-
tive capital of the Roman province of Achaea.

ARCHAEOLOGICAL SITE

The archaeological site of Ancient Corinth is situated in a village bearing the same name. The
site today is dominated by the archaic peripteral Temple of Apollo. Seven monolithic Doric
columns remain standing today. All around the temple unfolds the commercial and religious
center of the city with traces of an almost uninterrupted human occupation from the prehis-
toric (Neolithic) to the Byzantine period.

Contained within a long stone ridge running west from Temple Hill is the Fountain of Glauke,
having a long history not only as a fountain, but also as a sanctuary. To the north is the Theater,
a place in which dramatic and musical events were staged, thus bearing witness to the theatri-

THE MUSEUM

The museum contains the rich finds yielded by the excavations in the area of ancient Corinth.
In room 7 are displayed finds (pottery, figurines, tools) from the prehistoric installations in the
area. Room 6 contains objects from the Geometric, Archaic and Classical periods.
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cal tradition of the city. The Central Market (Agora), surrounded by collonaded Stoas and rows
of shops opening onto it, spreads to the South.

In the middle of the Agora can be found the so-called «<béma» or «rostrum» of Gallio, a com-
plex marble structure associated with the presence of the Apostle Paul in Corinth. Further East
an elaborately decorated arched gateway formed the beginning of the Lechaion Road, paved
with lime stone slabs, that linked the Agora (Forum) of Corinth with the harbor of Lechaion.
It was bordered by galleries featuring several structures, the most characteristic one being the
monumental Fountain of Peirene.

Room 8 houses statues of Roman rulers, floor mosaics, wall-paintings and Roman and Byzan-
tine pottery. Room 9 contains mainly votives from the Asklepieion at Corinth.
